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2.  Installation of the Microsoft.NET Framework 1.1  
 
In order to run the DITABIS CheckScanner™ properly, it is necessary to install the 

Microsoft.NET Framework 1.1. software. For installation copy the software  

(Dotnetfx.exe) located in the CheckScanner™ folder of the Installation CD  

to the local drive of your computer, double click the icon and follow the  

instructions. 

 

3.  Installation of the CheckScanner ™ driver 

 
If you intend to use the CheckScanner™ microarray scanner to scan your microarrays you 

must install the corresponding driver supplied on the Installation CD. Please follow the 

instructions below. 

�� � Log in as user with Windows administrator privileges 

�� � Switch ON the scanner, wait a few seconds, and then connect the scanner to your PC 

via USB cable.�

�� � The computer should now recognize a new USB device. Windows will ask you where 

to search for the driver. Select that Windows should search within the CheckReport™ 

folder of the Installation CD. The driver will now be automatically installed. At several 

steps you have to press 'Next' or 'Continue'. Finally, Windows confirms that the 

 installation was successful.

�  Start the executable file CheckReport-<version>.NT-i386.exe  (e.g., CheckReport-2.2.4.NT-

i386.exe) 

The License Agreement dialog opens. 

�  To accept the licence agreement activate the checkbox below the text and click Next. 

Page Installation Options is displayed. Please choose installation options: 

�  Choose Start Menu Shortcuts  to install application shortcuts into the Windows Start  menu 

�  Choose Desktop Icons  to install application icons on the desktop 

�  Click Next 

Page Installation Directory is displayed. 

�  Enter location where the software is to be installed. 

�  or: Click Browse  to choose the location in a file chooser. 

In the following, we refer to the directory where CheckReportTM is installed as 

<CheckReportDir> .

IMPORTANT:  

Login as Windows administrator or power user to create directories and alter file attributes on 
the particular machine. 

If you already use a previous CheckReport TM version it is strongly advisable that you backup y our cur rent 
installation before you perform an update.  
As of release 2.2.0 it is no longer possible to have more than one installation of the  
CheckReportTM system on a machine. If you currently have two or more active 
CheckReportTM installations on your system, please do not try to update them all. Please 
contact our support team at biochips@gbo.com.

�  Click Install  

In the case a CheckReportTM installation is detected on your system the database migration 

dialog is shown. Please press Start to cause the installer to migrate your data to the new 

CheckReportTM  version. This may take a while. A message box is shown if this process is 

finished. 

�  Click Close 

After installation is finished you are reminded to copy the licence files into the directory where 

CheckReportTM has been installed.  

Basic Installation of CheckReportTM is now complete and you can proceed with user 

configuration. Note that the software will only allow the evaluation of a limited number of tests 

until you register your installation. To obtain full licences, see section 6. .  

Before using the system you need to set up at least one standard user: 

�  Start module CheckReportTM Admin 

�  log in as administrator 

There are two predefined administrator accounts. On delivery, they have preset passwords: 

�  Admin1  with password: rootpw1  

�  Admin2  with password: rootpw2 

 

 

 

The CheckReportTM Admin main window is displayed. Panel Users shows the list of all users. 

�  In the users list, click on Admin1

IMPORTANT:  

For security reasons, we advise you to change the passwords for both administrator 
accounts before moving on. 

 

IMPORTANT:  

An automated database migration is performed during an update. If you defined a sample 
annotation field named “Negative Control” for one of the check types 0, 1, 2 or 3 
(ParoCheck10, ParoCheck20, CarnoCheck or MycoDtect) this field is removed automatically 
because the name “Negative Control” is reserved as of release 2.0.0. 

Furthermore, as of release 2.2.0 the CheckReportTM system's database is no longer stored 
within the installation directory but within your Windows system's user data space 
(C:\Documents and Settings\All Users\Application Data \CheckReport  on an english Windows XP 
system). Your old database is moved automatically during the installation process.

�  Click Change User Data 

The Change User Data  dialog is displayed. 

�  Fill out the fields 

�  Click Ok 

Repeat for Admin2 . 

Now create a standard user as described in CheckReportTM user guide. You will find the 

CheckReportTM user guide within the installation directory under <CheckReportDir>\doc\en . It is 

also accessible using the Start menu entry Programs->CheckReport->User Guide . In case of an 

update you may have some barcode-units that are not fully evaluated yet. If you want to 

benefit from the improved grid finding functionality of the new CheckReportTM version you 

should re-import the images for these barcode-units.
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5.  Verification 
 

This chapter describes the procedure to verify correct installation of the CheckReportTM 

system. 

Preconditions: Tasks of chapter 4. must have been completed. A standard user, called verify  

must exist. Please note that the licence files must not be installed yet. 

Now perform the following steps: 

�  Start module CheckReportTM SampleSheet 

�  Log in as user verify  (created according to CheckReportTM user guide) 

�  Choose File->New 

�  Enter barcode 01000000 

�  Click Ok 

A schematic of the Chip is displayed. Now some tests have to be defined: 

�  Successively click on the wells and enter the sample ID as shown in the table below:

�  Choose File->Exit 

�  Start module CheckReportTM Results 

�  Log in as user verify   
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�  Click Import Tests... 

�  Choose as file to be imported: <CheckReportDir>\verification\image.tif 

�  Enter barcode 01000000 

�  Select CheckScanner  as scanner type 

�  Click Ok when the import is done: 

�  Click on the checkboxes of all tests except Test 06  to mark them as accepted 

�  Add a comment to Test 6: “CheckControls failed.” 

�  Click Create Reports 

�  Click Yes to confirm the warning message 

Now check the results. Click on Test 01...Test 08  one by one and inspect the corresponding 

diagram.

�  Choose Report->Report Configuration... 

�  Choose HTML as Export Format 

�  Click Ok 

�  Click Export Reports...  and Ok in the following dialog: Export Reports…   

�  Choose any empty directory <exportdir>  (or create one). <exportdir>  must be outside of the  

CheckReportTM directories. 
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�  Click Ok 

�  Choose File->Exit  

To check the result files which have been exported in the previous steps, they are compared 

to reference files. The references are found in <CheckReportDir>\verification\references 

You may perform the comparison either by manual inspection or using the DOS command 

COMP. 

To use COMP: 

·  Start a DOS shell 

·  Enter command (on one line): 

 comp /L /A <exportdir>\*.html 

 <CheckReportDir>\verification\references\*.html  

Exported results may differ from the references only in their dates. The output of COMP 

should look like this: 

 Compare error at LINE 5 

  file1 = 37 

  file2 = 38 

No difference should occur except in lines where a date is stated.

�  Start module CheckReportTM Results 

�  Log in as standard user (created according to CheckReportTM user guide) 

�  Choose File->Help 

�  Select tab Licence 

�  Click on the button Export  

�   to store the host identifier in a file. Use the file choose to select it. 

�  Send this file to the following address: biochips@gbo.com 

�  In return you will receive a licence file for the CheckReportTM system named licence.xml  

and one or more licence files for the check types you want to use 

(i.e. licence_ParoCheck.xml ). Please copy these files into the directory where you installed 

CheckReportTM.
